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PERSPECTIVAS DEL CONTROL BIOLOGICO POR INCREMENTO
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RESUMEN Se analiza el concepto convencional de manejo integrado de plagas y la necesidad de un cambio
importante en el paradigma de tratamientos parcela por parcela al de manejo en areas extensas. Se consideran las
perspectivas del control bioldgico por incremento dentro de la nueva filosofia de manejo de plagas y el papel de
los gobiernos y el publico en el desarrollo de estrategias alternativas.
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ABSTRACT The convencional concept of integrated pest management and the convenience of an important
change from plot to plot treatment to an area wide management approach is analyzed. The factibility of
augmentative biological control as a part of the new pest management phylosophy is evaluated, as well as the
role of government and public opinion on development of alternative strategies of pest control.
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
